


Basic show Rules

1. The show is an English style show each entrant has there on tank. 
2. The judges and chairman have the final word on any disputes.
3. No sick fish will be allowed in the show.
4. Benching is done by the bencher, his/her helper, and the koi owner only (for disputes see chairman).
5. Keepers must provide a 18” koi net  (Nets may be purchased at show).
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Only handlers and chairman may touch tank or koi once entered, including water.
7. A previous Grand champion may not be re-entered for three years.
8. Two pictures of an individual koi entry must accompany entrant 
(pictures available at show for a $5 fee per fish, individual fish pictures please).
9. Three koi minimum, sharing tanks is permissible with prior approval. 
10. A dealer or his/her family member may show three personal fish not for sale.
11. Roped off areas are forbidden to non-essential personnel. 
12. No koi shall be bagged or leave show until it has been by the entrant and the show staff. 
13. All koi will be measured at check in, exceptions only for small koi. (<8”)
14. Koi owners must be present at time of entry/benching (alternate may be approved).
15. All owners or representatives must be present Sunday at 3:00pm for koi pick up.
16. No outside communication with the judges is allowed during show judging.
17. The decision of the judges and/or the Show chairman or their committee is final.
18. Any contingencies not covered clearly by these rules will be subject to the Show committee ruling.  
19. Any survivors from a past catastrophic disease suck as KHV are not allowed. 
20. Fish found with parasites or disease will be removed from the show premises. 


All necessary and reasonable precautions will be taken by the club to safe guard the koi entries.
Entries are accepted with the understanding that the participant agrees not to hold the show chairman
And his/her staff responsible in the event of injury, disease, or loss.
